. birth, physical description and photograph, as well as the nature and date of the offense

Section 2: Violent predators against children will be considered especially heinous.

. who commits a crime of sexual violence against a person who has not attained the age of
18 years.

Subsection B: Judges must impose the maximum sentence for a crime of sexual
violence an individual under the age of 18 that would establish the offender as a
violent predator, without regard to any mitigating circumstance that would otherwise
apply.

Section 3: Any person convicted of a sexual offense is prohibited from receiving
federal financial aid, including Pell grants or student loans.

Section 4: This bill shall be overseen by the Attorney General.

Section 5: The Attorney General is authorized to provide a minimum of $10 million
and a maximum of $50 million for the purposes of this bill.

Section 6: This bill shall expire at the end of fiscal year 2035.
